Choose one or more from this list as a jumping off point for your interview.  

1)   You’ve written several different series, Sime~Gen, Molt Brother, Dreamspy, Dashau, and each one, in one way or another, deals with the passions of people being satisfied in other ways than sex.  Why do you do that?

2)   Does your strict religious observance as an Orthodox Jew, come into conflict with your work as a science fiction writer and, if it does, how do you reconcile that?

3)   Your aliens and mutants are always so physically and psychologically different. How do you create a psychology for an alien or mutant race?

4)   You’ve said that you set out to duplicate the Star Trek phenomenon. Do you feel that you’ve succeeded and how did you do that?

5)   In the last few years, we’ve had catastrophes that have rivaled anything in fiction, one bush war starting before another one is finished. We have killer fish in the Chesapeake Bay, killer bees invading from the south, a huge fungus growing under the trees in the west, and semi-successful cloning, aside from energy crisis.  With all of this, how can science fiction surprise us?

6)   Many writers not only take umbrage but seek to actively bar fans from writing in their universes, yet you not only allow it, you encourage it and help fans in their fannish endeavors. Why?

7)   What is Sime~Gen.com and why did you start it?

8)   A great deal of the science fiction of the early part of the century dealt with the monster machine and how it would be our downfall. With all that bad press, how do you account for the huge acceptance of computers into our lives?

9)   So, science fiction asks, why, why not, and what if this goes on? You’ve lived over half a century and seen history. Looking back on the science fiction you’ve read and written, do you see any situation explored by these authors that has been avoided or ameliorated because of SF prognosticators?

10)Right now in this country and around the world we are dealing with security personnel charged with our welfare telling us, basically, we can’t trust our neighbors anyone could be a killer. The Sime~Gen series deals in part with how parents deal with their children suddenly mutating and turning into homicidal maniacs, on one side, and becoming food on the other. How would you apply your science fictional solutions in your series to our real life situations?

11)Your villains always turn out to be personalities who have been so traumatized that there is no other way for them to act but villainous. From the context of your work, please define good and evil.

12)Given your explanation, how would two antithetical life forms find common ground and should they?

13)Your aliens have always been so alien, yet television aliens on Star Trek, Babylon 5 and the rest, have generally looked very human with a few distinguishing characteristics. Is it necessary to look alien to be alien?

14)What does it take for a woman to be a hero in a Jacqueline Lichtenberg tale?
