who is helped by our program?

2. Replacement of personal possessions after a fire or flood.  Insurance may cover house and furnishings, but what else?

3. Pets who are lost or injured in a disaster--they don't have insurance.

4. Abused or abandoned wives.  Frequently they are left without income and no place to go except dangerous shelters or life in a car.
5.  Any situation requiring temporary financial assistance for which normal insurance and government programs do not provide.

why are we doing this?

All donations go directly to the recipients. Nothing goes to the authors or artists who are donating their work, or to Sime~Gen, Inc., which is hosting this site. We are trusting you to pay.
