This flyer is one given out at Conventions and may be duplicated for distribution.  Removing of the flyer from the issue will not change the contents, as the back of it is blank.

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Eligibility of Blind and Other Physically Handicapped Persons 


for Loan of Library Materials


A.	The following persons are eligible for loan service:


1.	Blind persons whose visual acuity, as determined by competent authority, is 20/200 or less in the better eye with correcting lenses, or whose widest diameter of visual field subtends an angular distance no greater than 20 degrees.


2.	Other physically handicapped persons as follows:


(a)	Persons whose visual disability, with correction and regardless of optical measurement, is certified by competent authority as preventing the reading of standard printed material.


(b)	Persons certified by competent authority as unable to read or unable to use standard printed material as a result of physical limitations.


(c)	Persons certified by competent authority as having a reading disability resulting from organic dysfunction and of sufficient severity to prevent their reading printed material in a normal manner.


B.	In cases of blindness, visual disability, or physical limitations, “competent authority” is defined to include doctors of medicine; doctors of osteopathy; ophthalmologists; optometrists; registered nurses; therapists; professional staff of hospitals, institutions, and public or welfare agencies (e.g., social workers, case workers, counselors, rehabilitation teachers, and superintendents).  In the absence of any of these, certification may be made by professional librarians or by any person whose competence under specific circumstances is acceptable to the Library of Congress.


C.	In the case of reading disability from organic dysfunction, competent authority is defined as doctors of medicine who may consult with colleagues in associated disciplines.


D.	Qualified readers must be residents of the United States, including the several states, territories, insular possessions, and the District of Columbia, or American citizens domiciled abroad.





Lending of Materials and Classes of Borrowers





A.	Veterans.  In the lending of books, recordings, reproducers, musical scores, instructional texts, and other specialized materials, preference shall be given at all times to the needs of the blind and other physically handicapped persons who have been honorably discharged from the armed forces of the United States.


B.	Institutions.  The reading materials and sound reproducers for the use of blind and physically handicapped persons may be loaned to individuals who qualify, to institutions such as nursing homes and hospitals, and to schools for the blind or physically handicapped for the use of such persons only.  The reading materials and sound reproducers may also be used in public or private schools where handicapped students are enrolled; however, the students in public or private schools must be certified as eligible on an individual basis and must be the direct and only recipients of the materials and equipment.

Both staff and patients are comprised of many types of beings.  The communication problems are handled by a large computer translator.  By allowing the imprintation of a metal tape made from a doctor of the appropriate type, any doctor can aquire (sic RBW acquire) the knowledge needed for operations.


	In this particular book, Conway becomes part of the staff of RHABWAR, an ambulance ship specifically designed to provide rescue and medical assistance in cases where the injured specie or species is unknown.  The shakedown cruise involves rescuing earth-humans suffering from an unknown malady.  In the other two sections of the book, we meet a new beastie that apparently causes illness in several different physiological types (not possible, by the givens of Sector General) and a ship carrying blind astronauts plus a dangerous “pet” in a torture chamber of a case. The CROCKER HOUSEHOLDING recipes





Watercress and Cucumber Soup





1 bunch watercress 					1 cucumber


1 large potato 					4 Tbs. Butter


2 Cu. Chicken stock 				2 Cu.  Milk


salt and pepper 					4 Tbs. Cream





Chop the watercress, stalks and all.  Peel the cucumber and chop it.  Peel the potato and slice it thinly.  Melt the butter in a heavy pan and cook the watercress and cucumber gently for four minutes, stirring now and then.  Add the sliced potato and stir until coated with fat and well mixed.  Heat the stock and milk together and pour on.  Season lightly with salt and pepper summer (sic RBW simmer) gently for 25 minutes.  Cook slightly, push through the medium mesh of a vegetable mill and return to the cleaned pan.  Reheat, adjust seasoning, and stir in the cream.  Serves 4 to 6.  THIS SOUP FREEZES WELL.





Poached Zucchini with Herbs





1 pound zucchini


3 Tbs. Butter


2 Tbs. Chopped dill or chervil





Cut the unpeeled zucchini in 3/4 inch slices.  Throw them in a pan of boiling salted water and cook for ten minutes.  Drain in a colander.  Melt the butter in a covered sauté pan and toss the zucchini in it.  Add the chopped herbs, cover and stew gently for 4 minutes.  Serves 4.

Of course I finished First Channel early last year, but had never replied to your gracious request of how I liked it.  I have read very little of Jean’s work so I can’t really assess this collaboration with her separate writings - not until Jean sends me Savage Empire.


	I settled down, read and enjoyed this novel as I have your earlier writings.  FCh gave a vivid picture of Simes killing Gens for their selyn in the early days.  You did not allow the solution to this problem to come easy, and that is how it should be.


	The saddest part of all to me was the death of Vee Lassiter and Drust Fenell.  However brief their appearance, I had become attached to them.  The thought of a Sime woman and Gen man together appealed to me.


	I would be very interested in the SF textbook you mentioned.  The only “helpful” comments I would have for that is based on editor’s criticisms that accompany my continual rejections.  How does one go about “fleshing out” characters?  How can they become real breathing beings with separate personalities?  All my characters are alike, not distinct from each other, so I’ve been told.  ((See CZ#5, JL’s article “THE RE-FURBISHED CHARACTER” - KL))





Jacqueline to Larry (in reply)





Thanks for the note on FCh.  So far the SF textbook has been set aside.  Perhaps the project will resurface eventually, but right now ((2-17-81)) Jean and I are so busy with contracted novels there’s not much left over for a nonfiction project (which takes more time, and yields less $$)


	We had no intention, however, of tackling a “how to write” sf type of book just yet.


	But your question deserves an answer.  When I don’t have time to work with a person very deeply.  I usually advise them to do what I did - learn astrology in order to work up non-stereotyped characters.


	I’m serious.  Astrology may or may not have any sort of believability for you in real life, but it is a compendium of observations on human nature and human life compiled over thousands and thousands of years by some of the most astute observers of human nature.


	Get yourself a copy of Linda Goodman’s SUN SIGNS (it’s out in paperback from Bantam, I think).  It has sketches of personalities and types in it (try reading both your sun sign and your ascendant if you’ve ever had it calculated; that gives you the truest picture of yourself).


	Next, explore Grant Lewi’s two books, ASTROLOGY FOR THE MILLIONS and HEAVEN KNOWS WHAT.  After you’ve got an idea of how the books work for you and your aquaintances, (sic RBW acquaintances,) start trying to put together fictional people - and set their stories at one of the life-crisis points that Lewi tells you about.


	For example, Unto is about the Saturn Return Lewi tells about.


	At first you may do this consciously - and it won’t work very well to smooth out your characterizations.  But eventually you will start to do it unconsciously, when you’ve learned enough astrology that it becomes second nature to you.


	Then again, it just may not work for you.  You may not have the kind of mind that can think 10 variables simultaneously.  But it certainly can’t hurt to try, and if you get really interested, go on from Levi into Noel Tyl’s teach yourself astrology books.  They are also available in paperback at a number of regular bookstores.

	What I want to know is how come the Lady Mariose knew what an Ancient was?  It must have been quite some time since there were any.  (There would have to have been a Bronze Age society and a Roman-Greek?  Classical civilization before you had a feudal period it you’re going to insist on keeping the historical stages exactly the same.)  ((NO, that’s silly.  -- JL)) ((Society does not have to return to ground zero before rebuilding -- Jean Airey)) The memory of Ancients should have been lost at this point, or nearly so.  I’m afraid I found it difficult to believe in the events of Jean Airey’s story.  I don’t grant the premise to begin with, but if you are going to re-cycle history, you ought to be consistent about it.  ((No, that’s the whole point.  Certain things reoccur because the forces are present.  Others do not.  --- JL))





	It’s impossible to comment on “Memento Mori”.  I think I told Deborah that if I had been possessed with that kind of a vision, it would have been a poem rather than a story.  There’d be no fun at all in this world if we didn’t think differently.  (Not that “Memento Mori” is fun!  Far from it!  It’s ghastly -- the concept, that is.)





	For the record, I’m a Libran.  I’m always concerned about there being a balance of viewpoints and tend to favour the under-dog (or cat for that matter).





	Melody has an interesting theory about Hayashi.  So why doesn’t she write that story?





	Since my last LoC, I’ve read Hunter of Worlds.  I found it an interesting novel and certainly the best I’ve read by Cherryh.  I identified with Aiela, the main POV character.  (I tend to do that.)  I don’t believe that either iduve or Kallia are bona-fide aliens since there are human cultures on which they are modeled, but I had much more understanding and sympathy for the kallia.  The iduve are not an edifying sight.  It is as if a bunch of the dregs of junct civilization had been let loose among the stars.  No, actually, the iduve are Neanderthals.  (See a brilliant mainstream novel called The Clan of the Cave Bear by Jean Auel.  It’s supposed to be the beginning of a series about the Neanderthals and the Cro-Magnons.  I read Auel’s novel soon after Hunter of Worlds and it occured (sic RBW occurred) to me that Charryh’s (sic RBW Cherryh’s) “aliens” and our lost prehistoric cousins are remarkably similar.)  Tejef was interesting.  There is always one who manages to transcend the culture.  I don’t think iduve can continue to exist as they have much longer.  Their insensitivity 
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and ingrained conservatism makes it almost impossible for them to adapt (except for the rare Tejef).  If there is a sequel I can only speculate that the iduve will be conquered or culturally overshelmed.  (sic RBW overwhelmed.)  How not like Heinlein?  Most fans started with him, you know.  I didn’t exactly, but let’s just say that the first SF novel I liked was Double Star which I read when I was eight years old.  It’s I will Fear No Evil that bogs people down when they’d like to be Heinlein fans.  Considering how many years the man has spent in the profession, he has a right to produce one thoroughly bad novel without totally forfeiting his reputation.  It’s also true that many attackers of Heinlein are new to SF and haven’t ready any of his work.  They’ve just heard that he’s sexist or that he’s a nuts and bolts man or something of that sort.  The rumours are accurate, but they also aren’t.  I have an emotional attachment to Heinlein, though intellectually I have to say, “I like Heinlein but . . .”  He represents the best of a certain kind of SF that I don’t tend to read anymore.  ((That’s it.  His juveniles have to be read at the right age - and then you grow up with him.  -- JL))
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	Doohan’s OK!  “The essence of earth is nothing but rock.”  Terrific!  He and Nimoy both have a marvelous technique for dealing with inane questions.  Some one should have asked him about psi.  He sounds like the sort of person who’d say he wouldn’t accept a psi phenomenon even if he saw it, but the fact that Childhood’s End (mystic resolution and all) is his favourite SF novel is encouraging.





	I must say that I really didn’t care for the FCh pb cover.  It will probably attract Gor fans and folks of similar mentality to the book who will then be disappointed that it doesn’t deliver what the cover promises.  ((I agree.  -- JL)) The cover did get a fan to read FCh when he swore he’d never read another Sime novel, but I really don’t think a lurid cover should be the reason why FCh succeeds.  That’s not the kind of audience that the novel deserves.





	I was really impressed with Jacqueline’s aphoristic remarks in the letter to Sharon Jarvis on the cover.  “Make the possible seem unreal,” is probably the philosophy of Discordianism in a nutshell.  Discordianism originates from the Illuminatus novels by Robert Shea and Robert Anton Wilson and has sprouted a fandom of its own.  I happen to be a dedicated Discordian myself and you can be certain that Jacqueline’s comment will appear in my Discordian apazine “The Dividual” (properly credited to CZ of course).  The man behind this fandom is Arthur D Nlavaty who was nominated for the Best Fan Writer Hugo this past Worldcon.  He deserved to win.  I ought to add that he liked HoZ, but the Discordian premise causes its followers to have a fondness for satire, Charles Fort (a genre in itself.  The only way to describe Fort is “debunker extraordinary”) and the most esoteric of esoteric philosophy above all else.  I suspect that Trinrose may appeal to the Wiccean Discordians (Wiccean - a practitioner of the Old Religion which once covered the Earth.  Among its doctrines are the convictions that ESP, magic and reincarnation are part of the human heritage.  I’m willing to go so far as to say that I am Wiccean.  An excellent book on the subject is The Spiral Dance by Starhawk.  Anyone who’s interested in the zany “nonsense” (It is literally nonsense because it debunks the senses) of Discordianism should pick up the ILLUMINATUS novels or contact Arthur Nlavaty -- 250 Coligni Ave., New Rochelle, NY  10801.  He is the editor of the DIAGONAL RELATIONSHIP and other fine zines.
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	I have to say that I don’t care for Shen the Tecton! 
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The primary reason is the one that Jacqueline mentioned that general readers will have no way to asses it, but also I don’t want to read a novel that looks like a one-sided diatribe.  ((I don’t think Jean and I could write a one-sided diatribe to save our lives!  -- JL)) I never liked any book that’s propaganda, and I’m not sympathetic to Distect propaganda.  One of the great things about UNTO is that you can see both sides.  Tecton VS. Distect is presented as a problem which readers can argue over.  It isn’t a propaganda pamphlet.  Also consider whether you would read a book whose title contains an English expletive.  I wouldn’t.  An expletive is used for shock value in this context.  It’s sensationalistic like that FCh pb cover.  It doesn’t lead me to the conclusion that the author (or authors in this case) of such a book want to be taken seriously as writers of merit.  ((Wait until you see the scene the book takes its title from.  -- JL)) If a book of that title in Simelan were marketed in Digen’s day, I would think that it would be considered counter-culture, but rather trashy and insignificant.  ((Yes, probably.  -- JL)) (Something on the level of Steal This Book by Abbie Hoffman.)  Frankly, I really believe we’d be better off with To Outlaw Love.  It’s a lovely title and I gather that it expresses the theme of the book very well.  ((I think it’s unwise to argue too heatedly over the title of a book that hasn’t been written yet.  -- JL)) I guess this is a minority opinion.  (Typical of me.)
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	A workshop robin?  I had one when I was N3F (National Fantasy Fan Federation -- both JLs are members) robinhead.  It didn’t exactly work out . . .  Well, OK.  You need story ideas or someone to start a story off?  Maybe you need both.  I can do either one.  ((Ok))





	I guarantee that I could read that scribble page if I saw the original.  The only problem for me isyour (sic RBW is your) method of reproduction which makes the handwriting unclear.  Jacqueline and Jean are both readable and I’m an expert on Jean’s writing because I’m colaborating (sic RBW collaborating) with her on an NTM novelette (possibly a novel).  She sent her rough version to me handwritten.  No Problem.





	I can decipher a good proportion of the scribbles even in this unclear copy.  It’s interesting stuff, but I don’t see any comment hooks for me.  Jean suggests what looks like a cute story idea.  ((Translate for us, please - KL as I can’t find the original master now))





	What can I do for you?  If I read any new SF I’ll write a review of course, but maybe you’ll like to see one of my story suggestions . . .





	I read Joan Vinge’s Snow Queen but I didn’t like it.  I assume you don’t want a negative review.  I read a great deal that I dislike.  In the case of Snow Queen, however, my reasons are (I feel) important.  It wasn’t badly written, but subversive to the “sense of wonder”.  A sibyl is tied in to a central computer?  Bah humbug!  Vinge’s being crass about sacred things.  I doubt she realizes it, but my reaction to it was as if she had “made the possible seem real.”

	Just a note to greet a fellow gamester.  I take it from your comments on pages 53-54 of CZ5 that you are of the Lawful persuasion.  Personally, I believe I am a Neutral.  Hopefully, Neutral Good, but I think the world would be poorer without either the Lawfuls or the Chaotics.  ((any question as to the terminology here, just write and ask me -- this is typical FRPG jargon.  -- Lori))


	I respect people with “very deep beliefs”, but confess myself puzzled.  Just what is it you find so objectionable about Distect?  You seem so to regret finding it “Impossible to avoid being in the company” of Distect -- why is that?  Admittedly, the people from Rior are a bit barbarous at times, (as are not also, occasionally, the people from the Tecton?)  but Rior is not the be-all and end-all of Distect philosophy, or even Distect practice.


	Ilyana said that the Distect would be better off when it grew, and developed other Householdings and even non-householders, because she could see the flaws in Rior.  Is it biological warfare and easy acceptance of killing you find objectionable?  I consider myself Distect, but also object to those things, which I do not consider the essence of Distect ideas.  In fact, the important issue is the institution of the transfer mating.


	All human things will have flaws, like their makers, and the bigger an institution is the more it will probably be the common denominator average of all its members’ faults and virtues.  Thus the Tecton is against the kill, which is good, but it is motivated primarily by fear of Simes, which is not so good.  And the Distect is at least partly motivated by love (as exemplified by the Sime/Gen attraction which finds expression in the transfer matings) but is subject to bitterness and hatred, the occupational disease of the hunted and persecuted.


	The Tecton is a sort of growing pain the race has to go through.  At some point in the future, a better society will hopefully emerge, founded on the transfer mating, and a society thus founded will be Distect in essence.  But it will have to be founded on personal freedon, (sic RBW freedom,) including the freedom to abstain from transfer if you feel you have to.  In “Hop, Skip and Jump”, the Gens no longer seem afraid, so perhaps in that era acceptance will be found for a new and better kind of Distect/Tecton fusion.  Suppose all Simes started with channel’s transfer, but with the freedom to hunt for a Gen willing to contract a transfer “marriage”.  I suppose there will always be a few Simephobes, but if instead of pressure and threats (as Rior would present) they were allowed to see the happy state of transfer mates living together among them, they would be more motivated to wonder what they might be missing, and less to hate and destroy.
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	Well, gotta go.  I’m hoping to hear from you, and I’d appreciate your comments.  You seem a nice, intelligent person and you put out a very good zine.
